in school year 2005-2006, major mechanical breakdowns in the
City of Boston school bus fleet led to First Student, the
company managing the City School bus operation, bringing in
mechanics from its other operations to perform emergency
repair work; and

reports of mechanical problems have continued; and

Hector Rivas, a First Student mechanic and United Auto
Workers member, died earlier this year of carbon monoxide
poisoning while working in the company service truck; and

Mr. Rivas and his union had requested before his death
additional ventilation for company service trucks; and

Mr. Miguel Camacho, First Student mechanic and United Auto
Worker member, suffered major physical injuries when a jack
Failed to hold in place the bus he was working on; and

Mr. Miguel Camacho and his union had requested before the
accident that jacks be purchased which would be able to handle
heavier loads; and

on September 9%, 2006 the United States Department of Labor,
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA.) issued
a citation against First Student, Inc. on the basis that the Carbon
Monoxide levels were 11 times the permissible OSHA Standard;
and

the OSHA investigation into the circumstances of Mr. Rivas'
death and Mr. Camacho's injury resulted in OSHA alleging one
"willful violation" and eight "serious violations of health and
